Now that the period of secrecy has been lifted Olive has a
wonderful collection of stories of life in England during those
critical days of the WWII, and the tense and history-altering
days at Bletchley Park when they cracked the German Enigma
code. Olive, who has lived in Victoria with her husband
Norman since the 1960’s, will be one of the “heroes” of
Bletchley Park to receive a new service medal from the British
government later this year.
